Reading - Set aside time to read together  

 

Reading is something that can create wonderful experiences between 

parent/caregiver and child.  

 

Experts suggest that we find opportunities to read aloud regularly, even to 

older kids. If your child is a reluctant reader, reading aloud will expose them to 

the structure and vocabulary of good literature and may help get them 

interested in reading more.  ôReading the first two chapters of a book together 

can help, because these are often the toughest in terms of plotõ, notes Susan 

Becker, M Ed ôAlso try alternating: you read one chapter aloud, they read 

another to themselves. Let kids pick 

the books they like Book series are 

great for reluctant readers. Itõs okay 

to read easy, interesting books 

instead of harder novels.  
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
